General Roadway Characteristics

Level of Service
·Based on Volume-to-Capacity (V/C) ratios

·Widely accepted measure of traffic congestion 
based on grading system of letters A-F where: 
ƁLOS A and B represents free-flow conditions within minimal 

delay/impedance

ƁLOS C or D is considered acceptable level of congestion.

ƁLOS E represents roadway at capacity with high levels of 
congestion

ƁLOS F represents roadway above capacity with severe levels of 
delay/congestion

General Roadway Characteristics

Mobility vs. Accessibility
·Mobility refers to physical movement including by vehicle, 

public transit, bike or walking.
ƁEvaluated based on travel distance and speed

ƁPriority for Interstates and Arterials (need Access Management)

·Accessibility is the ability to reach our destinations-
desired goods, services, and activities.  Factors that affect 
accessibility are:
ƁConnectivity of roadway network

ƁRoadway access points

ƁPriority for Local Roads and Collectors



General Roadway Characteristics

Access Management
·Systematic control of the 

location, spacing, design and 
operation of driveways, curb 
cuts, median openings, 
interchanges and street 
connections to a roadway. 

·West Avenue - only roadway in 
need of Access Management.  

·High number of entry and exit 
points for businesses, center 
turning lane with no raised 
median and highly congested.
